This week, we invite Parishioners and Families to consider supporting the restoration of a special item within our 

Church. Your contribution will help preserve our sacred space for generations to come. As a token of 

appreciation, supporters will have a small plaque placed near the item with their name or dedication. 

Below are the items available for sponsorship, along with their details and suggested donations, this will allow us 

to restore these to their former glory: 

Church Bell– The historic call to prayer that has summoned Parishioners to Mass since 1937 in Belleeks.  

Donation: £10,000 

Stations of the Cross – A cherished path reflecting Christ’s journey, prayed at by generations.  14 Available –
Donation: £1,850 each 

Large Windows Around the Church – These windows allow sunlight to brighten our worship space and have 

inspired countless visitors with the beauty of God's creation.  14 Windows Available – £3,500 each 

Stained Glass Windows in the Porch – Smaller but intricately detailed, these windows depict Christ the Good 

Shepherd and our Patron, St. Laurence O’Toole.  2 Windows Available – Donation: £5,000 each 

Window Above the Side Entrance – This is one of the original windows of the Church, originally positioned above 

the main entrance, and its beautiful coloured glass brings light and grace into our building.  Donation: £5,000 

Circular Gallery Window – The only other original window in the Church, this small but meaningful symbol of 

Christ’s eternal love represents the unending circle of His grace.  Donation: £3,800 

Rebuilding of the Back Altar (Reredos) – The Loretto Sisters kindly donated their Reredos, however this had to 

be dismantled given its size and work will be required to rebuild it in the Church – a Family may wish to cover the 

cost of this Donation: £12,000.00
